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Education for Digital Librarians (EDL) is new initiative at Indiana University, will be designed for graduate students and working professionals.  Indiana University has established a national reputation as a research and development hub for DL research and development; besides the CLIOH project, 10 other significant DL projects are currently underway at IU. Leveraging these DL projects, the EDL program’s aim is to provide an in-depth and long-term experience and build the program on solid instructional resources.  The CLIOH investigators will develop an initial curriculum based on input from IU experts in the area.  At this point the curriculum is envisioned as having three components:                         

· The core will focus on technological topics and user-centric design methodologies.  The focus will be on topics such as: multimedia data capture, storage, and delivery, metadata, indexing, and database design, information architecture and user interface design, and networking, communication protocols, and interoperability.                              

· Around the core will be a theoretical layer dealing with user needs and behaviors, human-computer interaction, information retrieval, knowledge organization, and documentation.                                             

· Finally, the outermost layer will deal with social, legal, and professional issues such as scholarly communication, costs and budgeting, copyright and intellectual property, roles and responsibilities of digital librarians, and management of DLs.
We propose to develop the EDL program as joint effort between the Indo-US collaboration initiative.
