1. Education.

The NSDL (National SMETE Digital Library) initiative is an opportunity for collaboration.  Korea would like to have a similar project that provides a metadata standard (Note Gateway to Educational Material, GEM, is a standard).  GEM provides a web gateway.  NSDL provides a unifying architecture for supporting educational curricula.   Topics include:

· GEM metadata standard used in Korea/US

· NSDL curricula development and management

· Virtual documents as component of a personal digital library for education

Benefits

1. Cooperation will further enhance international infrastructure

2. Extensibility of cross-language access to global community

· CLIR extension to other languages (Korean, English, Chinese, Japanese)

· Use of mediator to enhance global information access

· Development of better communication between Asian nations

3. Enhance, improve, facilitate science exchange

4. Provide opportunities for virtual R&D

5. Promote mutual understanding between societies

Funding

· Evaluation of mutually beneficial technology development

· Funding for American scholars

· Perceived as hardest part of the problem

· Evaluation of technology that benefits primarily Korea

· Funding for Korean scholars

· Build coalition with other international activities

· Strategies to enhance international activities

· Use as vehicle to augment funding in future

· Boost status of Korean-US digital library effort to attract participation by other projects

· Vehicle for growing program in future

· Definition of importance of international collaborations

· Requirement for matching funds may be augmented through private funding.  Example is IBM

· NSF International programs

· ITR international 

· Request that a new program be established under digital library program for Korean-US digital library

· Korea is expressing strong interest

· Supplementary grants to existing projects

· Government industrial pilot projects

· Korean Ministry of Information and Communication is funding electronic research projects.  Requires that an institute in the US provide matching funds

General Discussion

Expectation is that international programs are very hard to establish.  The Korean initiative is an outstanding opportunity to create an international program that should not be overlooked.  

Expectations of the Korean participants

Hopeful outcome of the workshop is development of joint collaborative projects, and identification of government agencies that are willing to fund research.  

Definition of pilot projects

Will a joint pilot project be of benefit to both sides?  

Could do pilot project to determine feasibility of doing a larger scale effort.

· Look at existing collaborations to determine types of projects

· Proposal for NSDL as the example pilot project

Korea is ready to do a large scale project, without initial pilot.  What is the best way to think in terms of a big project?  How does Korea structure the large project to involve US participation?  

· Korea must have collaboration first

· Need content for joint proposals, funding matching need not be one-to-one

· Could look for participation by joint cultural libraries

· What collections are involved in the digitization effort?
